In the early 90’s the family moved to a
farm outside of Madison where Amy continued to cut hair and raise cats. Amy
worked for Eisenmann Supplies in Madison prior to working in the Madison
County Assessor’s office, where she had worked for over 35 years. Amy
enjoyed wearing jewelry, raising her cats, gardening, growing flowers,



canning, as well as contributing to the Humane Society. She was a member of
the Historic Presbyterian Community Center, National Kidney Foundations,
Madison Alumni Committee, Pleasant Valley Cemetery Board, and served in
various church groups.
