NORFOLK -- Betty M. Stoural, 78, of Norfolk died Saturday, April 12, 2014, at
Community Pride Care Center in Battle Creek. Memorial services will be at
10:30 a.m. Thursday at Stonacek Funeral Chapel at Norfolk with visitation 4-7
p.m. Wednesday and the Rev. Richard Snow officiating. Burial will be at
Hillcrest Memorial Park Cemetery. She was born Oct. 10, 1935, at Niobrara to
Victor and Dorothy (Darnell) Benson. She graduated from Niobrara High
School in 1953. She was married to Willard “Bill” Stoural on June 21, 1954.
After marriage, Betty and Willard moved to Niobrara. Betty moved to Norfolk
in 1956 when Willard accepted a job at Norfolk Office Equipment. In 1968,
Willard, Betty and the kids moved to Red Oak, Iowa, where they purchased
Red Oak Office Equipment. Betty helped run the business until they sold it in
1982. In 1985, Betty and Willard were divorced. She then moved to Norfolk
and resided with her brother Garry Benson for 21 years. Garry and Betty
spent many evenings laughing and reminiscing about their kids and growing
up in a close family. Betty’s greatest joy was any time she was surrounded by
her children, many grandchildren and great-grandchildren. Throughout her life
Betty enjoyed many trips across the United States and internationally with
friends and family. Her travels included numerous trips to the Black Hills,
California, Colorado, Spain, South America, Amsterdam, Belgium, Jamaica,
Puerto Rice, Mexico, the Caribbean, Alaska and Germany. In 2011, Betty
moved to Community Care Pride Center in Battle Creek after being diagnosed
with cancer. Betty fought cancer for close to three years with courage and



dignity. She will be remembered with love and pride for her strength
throughout her battle. Survivors include children Vicki Volquardsen and
significant other Kelly of Norfolk, Kevin and wife Diane Stoural of Norfolk,
Tammi and husband Marcus Kamrath of Battle Creek, Terry and wife Tracy
Stoural of Battle Creek; 13 grandchildren; 23 great-grandchildren; brother
Garry Benson of Norfolk; many nieces, nephews, cousins, her traveling
companion and special cousin Phyllis Nielsen of Yankton. She was preceded
in death by her parents and son Brad.
