After Dan’s education he moved to Salt Lake City in Utah and worked for
Monroe Calculator. 

Dan met Nancy Gurr while living in Salt Lake City and they were married on
December 31, 1963 at the Baptist Church in Elko, Nevada. After marriage,
they continued living there until moving to Helena, Montana in 1976. Dan
continued working for Monroe Calculator and then later sold insurance. In the
mid-1990’s, Dan and Nancy moved to Stanton. Dan enjoyed being in the



outdoors, backpacking and camping in Montana with youth, and riding
motorcycles. He was a member of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Saints, Norfolk. 

Survivors include his spouse Nancy Roberts of Stanton, children Tim (LeAnn)
Roberts of Cedar City, Utah, Tami (Darren) Scott of Lehi, Utah, Ken (Nancy)
Roberts of Orem, Utah, 13 grandchildren, 4 great-grandchildren, and brother
Roy (Susan) Roberts of Rapid City, South Dakota. He was preceded in death
by his son Todd Roberts, parents Herbert and Mary, and his sister Bonnie
Smelser.
