I had just entered the 6th grade at Chalk Hill Middle School the
same year that Dennis Miller was named the new band teacher. I
was already an alto sax player and asked him about learning to play
the baritone sax. He taught me to play the baritone sax as I began
the 7th grade and we started a jazz group. I can remember playing
some 1940's big band jazz with that small group we had. Then,
when I was in the 8th grade, we played Chicago's "25 or 6 to 4". I
actually had the lead. Mr. Miller allowed us to call him Dennis and
was an amazing teacher. He was fun but strict---something that kids
today wouldn't tolerate. He had rules. If you disobeyed his rules,
then he punished you by making you sit alone in a practice room
and do scales. I don't know why I was thinking of Dennis today, but
something made me remember him and look him up. I was hoping
that he was still in the area. I didn't know that he had passed away.
Anyway, just know that he made a major impact on my life when I
was growing up. As well as on my younger brother. My brother also
played the baritone saxophone (seven years after I did). We have
an uncle who is a professional musician and was impressed when
he met Mr. Miller.
