After moving off the farm, Duane enjoyed traveling, getting together with
several card clubs, serving on the fair board, as a 4-H leader, on the school



board, as well as attending many of the grandchildren’s activities. He was a
member of Zion Lutheran Church of Pierce and American Legion Post 72.
Survivors include his children, Sandra (Gary) Suckstorf of Pierce, Gary
(Laurie) Buckendahl of Foster, daughter Sharon Beltz and dear friend Steve
Hampl of Winside; 10 grandchildren; three step-grandchildren; 24 great-
grandchildren; and a sister-in-law, Judy (Ron Sr.) Greisen of Wichita, Kan.

He was preceded in death by his spouse, Vada on Sept. 14, 2005; a son,
Roger Buckendahl Sr.; a granddaughter, Brittany; his parents, Anton and
Frieda; and a sister, Donna Mae Hoffman.
