Leroy was born in Pierce County, Nebraska on May 23, 1932 to Edwin H. and
Emma Delilah (Holmes) Fischer. Leroy was baptized on June 5, 1932 at Zion
Lutheran Church, Pierce, Nebraska, by Pastor Scheips. He attended rural
schools in Pierce County and graduated from Pierce High School in 1949. He
was confirmed in the Lutheran faith at the Stark Valley Lutheran Church on
December 16, 1945 by Pastor Budde. On August 17, 1952 he married Janelle
Rahl of Pierce. Leroy was a successful farmer and pitching fast pitch softball
was a favorite past time. 

 

He loved spending time with his children, grandchildren and great
grandchildren. He retired in 1994 but remained on the farm and continued
helping with the farming operation. Leroy and Janelle spent winters in Mesa,
Arizona for 26 years and were associate members of St. Luke Lutheran
Church, as well as a long-time member of Zion Lutheran Church, Pierce,
Nebraska. Leroy and Janelle were the parents of three daughters and two
