Bob was later transferred to Norfolk as District 11l Supervisor of
Law Enforcement for Northeast Nebraska until retirement in May of 1992.
After retirement, Bob spent a great deal of time hunting, fishing, and raising
Labrador Dogs.

Bob hunted deer, elk, wild sheep, and mountain lion. Bob went on hunting
trips in western United States, Canada, Alaska, and Mexico. Bob as well
hunted locally for deer, gamebirds, pheasant, quail, and prairie chickens.
