Arnetta moved to Norfolk in 1986 and he continued farming until 1998. During
the winter months while farming he also worked at Lutz John Deere
Implement north of Norfolk.

Bob and Arnetta enjoyed spending their winters in Sun City, Ariz., from 1998
until 2009 when Bob’s health started to fail.

Bob enjoyed fishing, hunting, woodworking, pen making, Nebraska
Cornhusker football, decorative lighting and especially spending time with his
family.

He was a lifetime member of Norfolk VFW Post 1644 and American Legion
Post 16 of Norfolk; member of Grace Lutheran Church in Norfolk, Nebraska
Beef Club, past member of the Norfolk Booster Club and a past member of
the Aquanuts Boat and Ski Club.
