 He died Sunday, July 23, 2017, at Stanton Health Center in Stanton. 
Born July 30, 1944, at Bancroft, Ronald Lee Soenksen was born to Mynhardt
E. Soenksen and Cora (Leimer) Soenksen. He was baptized on Aug. 20,
1944, and confirmed April 6, 1958, at Zion Lutheran Church at Bancroft. He
attended Bancroft Public Schools and graduated in 1962. He then attended
Norfolk Junior College, Wayne State and then went to Kalamazoo Michigan
for his master’s degree in mathematics. His first teaching job led him to
Pierce, where he taught for over 35 years. He also helped coach football,
receiving several awards, including assistant coach of the year in 1988. Ron
enjoyed carpentry, and he built and remodeled several homes through the
years. He also loved fishing with his buddies, attending grandchildren’s
various activities, including sports and traveling with family and friends. Ron
married Joyce Schomberg in 1970. Three daughters were born to them:
Melissa, Paula and Laura. 

 On Aug. 31, 2002, Ron married Patricia Ladely at Zion Lutheran Church. He
then acquired another family, as Pat had four grown children of her own and
two grandchildren.
