They
later divorced. He married Connie (Miller) Bruner on October 9, 1981 in
Omaha. 
Tom became Post Master of Norfolk for 10 years, retiring in October 2, 1992
and continued working part time until 1995. He enjoyed gardening, reading
true story novels about World War II, fishing, boating, and playing cards. He
was a member of St. John’s Lutheran Church in Norfolk.
