She was his partner and carried him through many successful roping events
and rodeos. 

Tom married Marcia Behmer Jacobs on May 26, 1984. They were married for



39 years. They moved to Central City where he was employed at Central
Scale until 1993 when they started group homes where they both worked. In
late 1998 they moved to Hoskins. Tom worked at the Goodyear plant and
sunset plaza until he retired. He enjoyed working on his lawn and his garden
until his health slowed him down. He then enjoyed coffee time with friends and
continued that when they moved to Norfolk in 2016. Tom then moved to St.
Joseph’s Care Center in January of 2019. The wonderful staff there became
his family. He continued to watch his favorite church programs with hours of
spiritual music on Sundays. That was a very important part of his life. He
loved having the grandkids around from babies to adults. He enjoyed rocking
his 13 grandkids.
